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Background

* The City of Oakland’s Department of Violence Prevention (DVP) is
charged with reducing group violence, intimate partner violence,
and commercial sexual exploitation in Oakland.

* To do this, the DVP invests in immediate crisis response services
and near-term interventions that focus on stabilizing victims and
preventing additional violence.

 The DVP also invests in longer-term, intensive support services for
individuals caught in cycles of violence.



DVP GBV Mandates

Two of the three mandates of the DVP are focused on GBV:
* Reducing domestic and intimate partner violence
* Reducing commercial sexual exploitation

The DVP identifies GBV as harmful acts that are directed at an
individual based on their gender or perceived gender and rooted in
gender inequality, the abuse of power, and harmful social norms.
